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The MOMS Club (http://www.momsclub.org) I belong to 

had Beaverton Police Officer Janelle Scruggs use role-

play to show our children how to stay safe.  You can try 

the same role-play at home with your children.  Here 

are the highlights.   

Setting the stage: 

Q:  What is a stranger?  (Wait for a response.) 

A:  A stranger is someone you donõt know very well. 

Q:  Are all strangers bad?  (Wait for a response.) 

A:  Some strangers are bad and some strangers are 

good.  You donõt know if the person is a good stranger 

or a bad stranger; all you know is that someone is a 

stranger.   

Scenario 1:  Going with a stranger. 

Q:  What would you do if a stranger came up to you and 

said, òYour Mom is hurt and in the hospital and she sent 

me to come get you and bring you to heró? 

(Wait for a response.) 

A:  Mom would never send a stranger to come get you. 

Helpful Hint:  It can be very confusing to a child if 

someone knows their name; if the person knows the 

childõs name, then that person must not be a stranger.  

You can protect your child by NOT putting their name 

on clothes, lunchboxes, or in highly visible places.   

Helpful Hint:  You can also help protect your child by 

giving them a password and telling them not to share 

with anyone.  They are not to go with anyone, unless 

that person knows the password.  For instance, òYour 

Mom is hurt (corn on the cob) and in the hospital and 

she sent me to come get you and bring you to her.ó 

Scenario 2:  Crowded public place. 

Q:  What would you do if you were at the movie theater 

and someone walked up and took you by the hand and 

started walking with you?  If I am a stranger and I 

took your hand like this and started walking, what would 

you do? 

(Wait for a response.) 

A:  Do NOT walk quietly away while a stranger holds 

your hand.   

 KICK!  SCREAM!  BITE! And yell, òHELP!  KID-

NAP!  STRANGER!ó 

Explain that if a child is polite and quietly walks away, 

the people around them, their mommy and daddy, and all 

the good strangers wonõt know anything is wrong and 

that the child needs help. 

Helpful Hint:  We teach our children to be polite.  We 

punish them when they kick, scream, and bite.  Children 

need to know that these behaviors are not acceptable 

unless a stranger is trying to òsteal them from Mommy 

and Daddy.ó  If someone is trying to steal them from 

Mommy and Daddy, it is okay to kick, scream, and bite.  

If someone is trying to steal them from Mommy and 

Daddy, we WANT them to kick, scream, and bite. 

Scenario 3:  Playground. 

Q:  What would you do if you were at the playground 

and someone came up to you and said, òMy puppy is lost 

and it is scared and it really likes children.  Can you 

please help me find my puppy?ó 

(Wait for a response.) 

A:  Do NOT go with the stranger.  Adults do NOT need 

help from children.  Run away and immediately tell an 

adult. 

Scenario 4:  Playing in the front yard. 

Q:  What would you do if someone stopped their car in 

front of your house and said, òIõm lost and I need your 

help finding my Grandmaõs house down the street ð sheõs 

an old lady with gray hair.  Please help meó? 

(Wait for a response.) 

What if they offered you candy?  Money? Said they 

had a kitten in the backseat and would let you pet it?  

(Wait for a response.) 

A:  NEVER get in a strangerõs car.  NEVER get within 

armõs reach of a strangerõs car.  Run inside and immedi-

ately tell an adult. 

Scenario 5:  Knock on the door. 

Q:  What would you do if Mom was in the shower and 

someone knocked on the front door and said, òHi.  Iõm 

your Uncle Joe.  Your mom told me to come over.ó 

(Wait for a response.) 

A:  NEVER open the door to a stranger.  The man who 

says he is Uncle Joe could be trying to trick you.  Run 

and immediately tell an adult.

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Scenario 6:  Child answers the phone. 

Q:  What would you do if the phone rang, you answered it, and 

the person on the other line asked you if your mom or dad is 

home?  If you are alone?  What your name is?  How old you are? 

(Wait for a response.) 

A:  NEVER give out personal information on the phone. 

Review: 

Do NOT get in a strangerõs car. 

Do NOT open the front door. 

Do NOT go with a stranger. 

Do NOT give out personal information over the phone (or com-

puter). 

Do NOT walk quietly away while a stranger holds your hand.   

 KICK!  SCREAM!  BITE! And yell, òHELP!  KIDNAP!  

STRANGER!ó 

Helpful Hint:  Get a fingerprinting kit from the local police de-

partment and keep a current picture of your child with their fin-

gerprints (update the picture if they get glasses, braces, etc.). 

 

Helpful Hint:  Officer Scruggs recommends McGruffõs videos; 

they are available through the library.  You can also find more 

information at http://www.mcgruff.org  

Helpful Hint:  Tualatin Hills Parks & Recreation offers a great 

class called òSafety Townó for 4-and 5-year-olds. 

Officer Scruggs strongly recommends practicing the role-play 

with your children and reviewing the rules often.
